· Health requirements/vaccination requirements; 

· Currency regulations: how much local or dollar currency can be brought in or out; 

· Export/import restrictions;  

· Departure tax: how much and who must pay;
· Special requirements for entering with our own vehicle, (i.e. vehicle documentation; is a Carnet de Passages en Douane needed?)
· International driver’s license requirements;

· Proof of vehicle and health insurance coverage needs.
